YMHS Mission:

Yampah is a collaborative learning environment that helps students to develop their passions, foster meaningful relationships, and acquire a sense of service in order to reach their highest personal and academic potential.

YAMPAH ALTERNATIVE HIGH SCHOOL

Yampah Mountain High School provides a high school education for students that are motivated, independent learners in a small school environment.  Advisors support students in designing individualized learning plans that include classes, independent study, community college classes, internships, service learning, work and outdoor education.  Students are encouraged to arrange a visit to the school and to shadow a current Yampah student as a part of the application process.

YAMPAH TEEN PARENT PROGRAM

In a safe and caring community of their peers, pregnant and parenting teens are provided with education in the best practices of parenting education and early childhood development.  Teens in the program become self-reliant, involved citizens in their communities while working towards their high school diploma. Children up to age 3 ½ are nurtured on site in our nationally accredited infant and toddler nursery programs.

YAMPAH DAY TREATMENT

High school students who have significant identifiable emotional disabilities are referred to this day treatment program in order to complete their high school education while working on transitions to work and life beyond high school.  Students work on internal motivation while building self-esteem in a supportive environment.  Individualized curriculum focuses on reading, writing and math with a modified schedule for students who work.  Referrals to the program must come from a student’s home school counselor or special education team.

WELLSPRING MIDDLE SCHOOL

Wellspring is a self-contained middle school program for students with significant identifiable emotional disability (SIED). The program promotes a positive peer culture in which students are encouraged to support one another in academic, community service, and recreational activities.  Our in-class academic environment is balanced with outdoor and community-based education.  Our learning environment is a highly structured predictable program where students work toward individual social, behavioral, and academic goals that incorporate personal passions.  Students are referred by their home school and are staffed in by a team of educators.
